By car, take Route 128 North. NOTE: I-

95 and Route 128 North share the same 

loop around Boston. When I-95 and 

Route 128 North divide, stay on Route 

128 North, to Exit 25A. Take 114 East 

into Salem, following signs for the 

Peabody Essex Museum and Rte. 114. 

Approximately one mile after entering 

Salem, you will cross an overpass. As you 

come off the overpass, take the exit on 

your right. This puts you on Route 107/ 

Bridge St. Go straight through the light 

and take your second right, onto St Peter 

St. Go left at the stop sign and right onto 

New Liberty St. The museum is straight 

ahead and a parking garage is on your 

right. 

 

To park, you may use the parking garage 

on New Liberty St. In addition, there is a 

municipal parking lot on nearby St. Peter 

St., and a smaller garage on Derby Street, 

at the corner of Hawthorne Blvd. and 

Derby St., three blocks from the museum. 

Limited on-street parking is available 

around Salem Common and at two-hour 

meters.
